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The Life of Influence Program is something that was started by the high school 
principal, Mr. Cliff, and all high school students are required to participate. The goal 
of the program is to help students discover and develop-throughout their entire high 
school career-their own unique God-given mission in order to equip them for a life 
of personal and cultural transformation.  There are several requirements for LOI 
throughout high school, but the most notable is 
the Kommunity Impact Project (Kip). The Kip 
project requires a minimum of 30 hours of 
service in an area that the students have 
identified as having personal meaning to them. 
The projects that the students have come up 
with are very impressive. We will feature at least 
one project in each monthly newsletter.  
 
This month’s featured project is the Driving 
Safety Campaign conducted by Andrew 
Shoemaker and Zach Eanes. They partnered with 
a professor at High Point University,  and timed 
their project to coincide with National Teen 
Driver Safety Week. They developed the 
materials for the campaign, tested the materials 
with the students, showed a safe driving video 
and collected pre and post video surveys from 
the students to analyze the effectiveness of the 
campaign.
